INFORMATION/DISCUSSION ITEM
2. Conference Recap

Darin Chidsey, Chief Operating Officer, thanked the Committee members for making the conference
a success and for their fundraising efforts.

Houston Laney, Lead Internal and Website Communications, provided a brief update on the
fundraising efforts for the 2022 Regional Conference and General Assembly which marked the third
highest total in SCAG history. He reported that SCAG received $324,900 from 56 sponsors which
resulted in the highest dollar amount per sponsor in SCAG history, with an average of $5,802 per
sponsor. The amount raised this year was 130% of the set goal of $250,000 and was only 8.6% short
of the historical high mark which was achieved in 2019. He noted that the final tally included two
$30,000 diamond sponsors; one $20,000 platinum sponsor; one $20,000 technology sponsor; one
$10,000 sustainability awards luncheon sponsor; two $10,000 evening reception sponsors; two
breakfast sponsors; five panel sponsors; one auto showcase sponsor; 19 gold sponsors; 11 silver
sponsors; 12 bronze sponsors; and two in-kind sponsors. He thanked the Committee and the
sponsors for the generous support that they provided for the event this year.

Hon. Jan Harnik, RCTC, stated it was a great event with valuable information. She noted that Randall
Lewis had suggested that they look at more developer sponsors for the hallways.

Hon. Deborah Robertson, Rialto, RC District 8, echoed comments by President Harnik and Mr.
Chidsey. She also requested additional information about the sponsorship rules. Chair Ramirez
acknowledged the request and suggested having this conversation at a future meeting.

Hon. Mark Waronek, Lomita, SBCCOG, also echoed the comments made by members and thanked
staff. He also acknowledged staff for their efforts in securing John Quifiones as the guest speaker.
He noted that having a guest speaker like this really adds credibility to organization. He expressed
that as an elected official it was nice to have someone who inspires them, and perhaps they
consider this for next year.

Chair Ramirez requested that an official thank you be sent to John Quifiones and all the participants
from President Harnik.
