▪ Increase safety and mobility of people walking, biking, and rolling; 

▪ Continue to foster jurisdictional support and promote implementation of the goals, 
objectives, and strategies of Connect SoCal; 

▪ Seed active transportation concepts and produce plans that provide local agencies 
with the project prioritization, conceptual renderings, and cost estimates required for 
future ATP applications; 

▪ Prioritize alignment and integration of Key Connections outlined in Connect SoCal, 
including Shared Mobility and Mobility as a Service, Smart Cities and Job Centers, 
Accelerated Electrification, Go Zones, and Housing Supportive Infrastructure; 

▪ Integrate multiple funding streams to increase the overall budget for active 
transportation planning and capacity building projects.
